Note:

1. You will need to pass a basic math skills competency test at 90% before a mark will be awarded in Pre Calc Math 11. Failure to achieve 90% will result in an “I mark” until this standard is achieved.

2. Homework will be assigned daily.  We ask that all work to be neatly shown and questions marked and corrected. The ability to make assigned deadlines is a course requirement. Marks will be deducted from late assignments.

3. Work habits – 4 lates, 4 incomplete assignments or 1 unexcused absence may result in an automatic N on the report card. 

4. Enrolment for Calculus 12 next year will be prioritized based on Pre Calculus Math 11 marks. It is recommended that a minimum mark of 75% should be obtained to consider Calculus 12.

Be on time! Lateness wastes the teachers time, your fellow student’s time along with your time.

FINAL EXAM EXEMPTION POLICY: 

The purpose of the Final Exam Exemption is to encourage students to achieve at a high level and demonstrate good work habits that will serve them in other classes and in future pursuits. Students may earn an exemption from the Math 11 Final Exam if they are able to achieve the following criteria:

· have a overall average ( 80%

· have “G” work habits in 3rd term with no “N” in any term (based on the WVSS work habit rubric)

Parents and students will be informed they have qualified for an exam exemption in the last week of classes. An official letter will be given to the student for the parent to sign.

The exam exemption is a reward for maintaining outstanding achievement and demonstrating exceptional work habits.
